ADDRESS BY MAYOR FRANK J. DRUETZLER

Tonight, My Fellow Citizens, as is our custom at Reorganization, we report very briefly on the results of 2009 and some of our plans and goals for our town in 2010.

As always we continue to work on improving our Borough infrastructure.  In 2009, we paved Foxwood Drive (phase 2), Simons Park parking lot and with a $100,000. State Grant we paved Hawthorne Avenue, and the State of New Jersey paved Speedwell Avenue.  On November 4th the State started a $17 million, 18 month long intersection upgrade at Route 53 and Route 10.  For your information, a diagram is posted on the bulletin board illustrating the project.

In 2010 we expect to pave Thompson Way and Cornine Lane and with a $175,000. Grant from the State of New Jersey Central Avenue will be paved.

In 2009 we along with the Beautification Committee continued to upgrade our town.  We put in new lights and brick pavers between Franklin Place and Glenbrook Road.  In 2010 we will do the same work between Allen Place and Morris Plains Avenue.

As we did last year we will continue to advocate along with neighboring towns, County Freeholders, State Legislatures and Citizen Groups to see that the State of New Jersey not sell the 130 acres of Greystone Property to developers but keep it as Open Space.  We are hopeful that our new Governor will support our efforts.

In 2009 a partnership was formed with the County Park Commission, County Freeholders, Morris Township, Parsippany and Morris United Soccer League to share in the cost and use of playing fields for soccer and lacrosse.  These fields will have artificial turf and lights.  The fields will be located at Morris County’s Central Park which is the Open Space at Greystone.

Change came to the Borough in 2009 and here in 2010.  Chief Jim Abbondanzo has retired after 28 years of service and Sgt. Frank Rybasack will be retiring on January 31st after 30 years of service as a Police Officer.

Also, after 24 years as a Councilman, Don Underhill is retiring and after 28 years, Councilman Steve Welsh has also left the Council.  They will all be missed……..A round of applause for four great public servants.
Another change in the Borough became reality on Tuesday, January 5th.  Our dispatch services are now being handled by the County of Morris.  A change that was made for several reasons.  They are……..

The County’s technology is superior to our current system

We would have had to spend hundreds of thousands of dollars on upgrades

We will save on operation costs
Further in 2010, a group of citizens led by Bob Webster are planning a 9-11 Memorial in our town.  You will be hearing more about this project as it progresses this year.  We ask all the people of Morris Plains to get behind this great idea and if you have any thoughts, please speak to Bob.

ITEMS FOR DISCUSSION

Mayor Druetzler advised that the League of Municipalities’ first meeting of the year is being held at the Birchwood Manor on February 17th 2010 at 5:30 p.m.    

Mayor Druetzler stated that the budget for 2010 is being worked on at this time.  There will be no summer help employees hired for the Road Department.  As of February 1st, the Tax Assessor’s hours will be Tuesday evenings from 6:00 p.m. to 8:00 p.m. instead of 7:00 p.m. to 9:00 p.m.

Mayor Druetzler advised that Patriot’s Path Council is celebrating the Boy Scouts’ 100th Anniversary.  They wish to come to the Borough for a Flag Salute and a presentation in February or March 2010.   

Mayor Druetzler stated that Morris Plains Firefighter Bob Webster is heading up the 9-11 Memorial.   It was hopeful the financing could fall under the Fire Department’s Section 501(C), however, there are some restraints.   After speaking with the Finance Officer, it was suggested to set up a trust account.  All councilmembers were in agreement.

Finance

Public Safety

Chief Thompson provided a report on the police department’s activities.
Public Works
Councilmember Coogan stated that the superintendent’s report was distributed. Councilmember Coogan advised that he and Councilmember McCluskey perform an annual inspection of the facilities the first week of every year.  Their requests for improvements were completed by the Department of Public Works.  The Community Center updates include shelving in the storage room, rearranging an office, touching up the hallways, repairs to metal strips to prevent air leaks in the multi-purpose room, repairing a light in the boiler room, etc.  The Borough Hall updates include installing new plywood to a bulletin board and fixing plaster.  The Annex improvement include painting over the fire chief’s office and replacing ceiling tiles, etc.  A request from Councilmember Karr to update some of the electrical outlets at the Teen Center with three-pronged grounded circuits were completed by Road Department personnel who took electrical classes at the Vo-Tech Center in Denville.

Mayor Druetzler advised that the Boy Scouts will be attending the next meeting on February 18th 2010 in celebration of their 100th Anniversary.

Mayor Druetzler stated that pursuant to the CAP Law, we will prepare an ordinance to raise the CAP from two and one-half percent (2½%) to three and one-half percent (3½%)

Annual costs include $320 for all licenses and paper costs at approximately $80.00 per case.  Probationary Police Officers have almost completed their field training and are now shadowing in phase.

Councilmember Cecala offered information on Veridian to help curb utility costs.

GREETINGS OF PUBLIC AND INVITATION FOR DISCUSSION

Mayor Druetzler opened the meeting to the public.  
Ed Fletcher, Dogwood Drive resident, commended the Department of Public Works for work performed, and commented on boards and committees.  Mr. Fletcher also commended the Borough Engineer for staying on top of things and addressed other appointments.  Mr. Fletcher discussed boat and trailer parking in residential areas. Mr. Fletcher referenced some of Governor Christie’s undertakings.  

Keith Neigel, Walsh Way resident, advised that he and his wife have lived in Morris Plains for over 30 years and have appreciated that the town has been governed well, offers great services, and believes the taxes are moderate.  Mr. Neigel referenced some properties that have been neglected.

Roy Stewart, Sunrise Drive resident, agreed with Mr. Neigel’s comments.  Mr. Stewart referenced ordinances on property maintenance, storage of commercial vehicles and equipment, and outdoor storage.   Mr. Stewart cited fencing and satellite dish requirements.   Councilmember Zabihach stated that he will review Mr. Stewart’s list of concerns and will address them accordingly.

Ed Fletcher, Dogwood Road resident, extended praise and appreciation to the Clerk’s Office and the Finance Office.

Seeing no one else, Mayor Druetzler closed the public portion of the meeting.  

REPORTS OF COMMITTEES AND/OR DEPARTMENT HEADS
Finance
Councilmember Karr reported that the 2010 Budget will be introduced this evening and extended thanks and appreciation for everyone’s time, hard work and effort in the preparation of the budget.  

Public Safety

Councilmember Cecala reminded that the auction will take place this Saturday, May 22nd 2010 at the Borough Garage on Borough Terrace at 10:00 a.m.  

Chief Thompson advised that a radar patrol is scheduled for tomorrow, May 21st 2010.  

Chief Thompson advised that Click It or Ticket begins Monday, May 24th 2010.  

Chief Thompson reported on the E-ticket program is approximately three weeks away from final approval.  The offer still stands for the six new licenses.  

Chief Thompson advised that Patrolman Jeff Hochman will participate in an aggressive driving campaign, organized by the County Chiefs.  The goal is to increase enforcement of aggressive drivers in an effort to make the roads safer.  The two most dangerous roads in the county have been identified as part of Route 206 and part of Route 46.

Chief Thompson stated that the Morris Plains Police Department participated in a program with Atlantic Health to enhance safety measures.  

Chief Thompson advised that there was recent concern expressed by a resident relative to the crosswalk in the center of town.  After inspecting the area, it is not feasible to put a midblock crosswalk along the extension.   Chief Thompson stated that the pedestrian warning signs will be used to alert drivers to pedestrians so they may cross safely.  

Chief Thompson stated that bear sightings have been reported on the hill. Patrolmen Jeff Hochman and Tom Keane went to the Division of Fish and Games Bear Class and both are now certified to handle these situations.   Consideration is being given to posting a video on the Police Department website for residents to understand how they can avoid bears coming onto their property.  A message will be sent out over Nixle.

Chief Thompson added that a Nixle alert was sent out advising that the Recycling Center will be closed due to construction on the Route 53.  The construction should be completed by the middle of next week.  

Public Works
Councilmember Coogan stated that the Department of Public Works’ report has been distributed and includes repairs made to facilities and parks as a result of the recent Morris County Joint Insurance Fund report. A few additional safety precautions are being addressed at this time.

Borough Engineer Leon Hall provided an update on recent contracts.  The Teen Center sewer lateral project will begin the first week of June 2010.    The Central Avenue project will begin mid to late June.  The Speedwell Avenue sidewalk and light project will begin in August.  

Borough Engineer Hall advised that he has been working with Tilcon and New Jersey Natural Gas to coordinate the terms of the gas pipe project planned along Route 10 within the limits of the Route 53/Route 10 interchange.

Borough Engineer Hall advised that he has met with NJDEP Code Enforcement relative to our Annual Certification. Some of the requirements that have not yet been met include adoption of ordinances. The DEP is giving the Borough until September 2010 to consider adoption.  Two of the outstanding ordinances address (1) containers/dumpster and (2) retrofitting of private storm drain inlets on private property.  The other requirement is thorough recordkeeping of vehicles washed at DPW.

Councilmember Karr inquired about the driveway at the Teen Center being marked out and Borough Engineer Hall advised that stone will be removed and stockpiled at DPW for later use.

Councilmember Zabihach advised that Borough Engineer Hall provided him with copies of model ordinances which are being reviewed.

Mayor Druetzler advised that he met with a representative of New Jersey Natural Gas to review the plans for the pipeline project at the Route 10 corridor.   Mayor Druetzler stated that the towns affected include Hanover Township, Parsippany, Denville and Morris Plains.  Additional details on the project were provided, including the replacement of an 8” line with a 12” line and requirements for paving upon completion. Public Buildings & Grounds

Mayor Druetzler stated that the State is behind in their review of municipal budgets, and for this reason it is causing the delay in adoption.  It is anticipated to be adopted at the July 15th meeting.

Councilmember Coogan motioned to table the vote on adoption of the 2010 Budget until the July 15th 2010 meeting.  Councilmember Karr seconded the motion.  So ordered.

REPORTS OF COMMITTEES AND/OR DEPARTMENT HEADS

Finance

Councilmember Karr’s report was the recap of the budget.  

Public Safety

Councilmember Cecala stated that he and Mr. Fletcher have been observing parking on Glenbrook Road and concluded that the majority of the parking is on the left side from Route 202 to Stiles.  

Councilmember Cecala reported that there have been bear sightings on Route 202.  The State will be supplying us with a cage for trapping.

Councilmember Cecala stated that there was an article in the paper about Borough employees rescuing a fawn on Sunrise Drive.

Public Works

Councilmember Coogan added that the fawn was on Channel 12 News and provided details on how the DPW employees and Patrolman Jeff Hochman rescued the baby fawn.

Councilmember Coogan stated that the Department of Public Works’ report has been distributed.  He recapped an item on the Consent Calendar regarding Andy Cazzetto receiving a certificate from the Morris County School of Technology for an intermediate electrical work course.   

Councilmember Coogan reported that street sweeping is continuing and Sections One and Two have been completed; stormwater catch basins are in the process of being cleaned.

Borough Engineer Leon Hall provided a report on ongoing projects.  

Public Buildings & Grounds

Councilmember McCluskey stated that the Nifty Fifty will meet at Community Park Pavilion tomorrow night to plan their events.  Family Day is June 26th 2010, with a rain date of June 27th and begins at 5:00 p.m.; fireworks begin at dark.  The Summer Theatre Group has 28 participants and “Babes in Arms” will be performed on July 29th and July 30th 2010.  The Senior Picnic will be on July 15th at the Community Center.  The Summer Concerts begin on July 11th from 6:00 p.m. to 8:00 p.m. at Roberts Garden.

On June 5th Ian McCleary and local high school friends performed a concert at Roberts Garden to raise money and awareness of Autism.  Over $400 was raised and half the money went to Autism Speaks and half went to our Kids Helping Kids Program.  

The Farmers Market opened last Saturday, June 12th 2010 and featured a new vendor, Krakus Deli, LLC.  Local musician Bill Griese performed and our sponsor, Provident Bank, will be there weekly.  This Saturday will have an Arts and Crafts Show.

Public Welfare, Sanitation & Sewers

Councilmember Fu stated that the Board of Health met last week.  Ben Samara, Sanitarian, reported that he is working closely with Tony’s relative to closing due to the fire on their premises.  He is also involved with the demolition of the house between Arthurs and Collins. Peg Dugan and John Theese were involved in the tabletop program that Chief Thompson reported on earlier.  The Board expressed concern over the “pretzel man” at the Parade who was selling pretzels without the appropriate license.  

Councilmember Fu advised that the Teen Center held its 5th Grade Step Up Night and 49 participants attended.  Their final event for the year will be a pool party on June 25th 2010.  This will be Michael Leahey’s last event, and then Penny Manzer takes over.  

Councilmember Fu advised that the Municipal Alliance has been very busy.  DARE Graduation took place on May 27th 2010 and Sergeant Koroski did a very nice job.  Kids Helping Kids were recognized last night and were recently mentioned in an article for designing t-shirts for a walkathon in Montville.  There were 55 participants in the Senior Lunch and Learn entitled “You’re a Senior, Are You OK?” which focused on getting medical and financial matters in order.  Representatives of the Morris Minutemen approached the Alliance relative to a program for seniors and are looking for a $1,000 contribution.

Councilmember Fu noted that Joe Verga, a Borough School graduate, came back to the school and directed the students in “The Princess and the Pea.”  He is an example of what the Municipal Alliance offers the youth of Morris Plains.

Ordinance & Public Utilities

Councilmember Zabihach advised that the Planning Board will be meeting on Monday, June 21st 2010 to hear one application for a change of use conversion for a doctor’s office located at 374 Speedwell Avenue.  

Councilmember Zabihach reported that the Board of Adjustment will be meeting on June 28th 2010.  Raceway has been on the Agenda, but has been postponed to the July meeting.  EJK Realty, the development on Route 10, is on the Agenda relative to tenants moving in.

Councilmember Zabihach stated that he looked into concerns voiced by residents at the last meeting and has met with Roy Stewart and Zoning Officer Don Salerno.  Mr. Salerno has sent a letter to a resident relative to property maintenance.  Other issues are being investigated and a supplemental report will be provided at the next meeting.  

Councilmember Zabihach reported that a list of 25 lights that are out was compiled with the help from the police officers and Michael Obremski of JCP&L will expedite the repairs.

Councilmember Zabihach reported that he attended a GEM (Government Efficiency Movement) meeting last week.  He was invited to attend a Construction, Planning and Zoning subcommittee meeting.  They discussed coordinating and sharing services for code officials between the various municipalities.  Representatives of Chester Township, Jefferson, Mt. Olive, Montville, Parsippany-Troy Hills and Washington Township were in attendance.
